- Activity: the making of the 10 figures of numbers in paper-mache. Individual work.

- Material:
Newspaper sheets.
Wallpaper paste.
Old wire hungers, plasticine or clay, to make the shapes.
Vasseline, oil or clingfilm
Acrilic colours.

- Process:
Tear or cut newspaper’s strips (5x 15cms) (I f you tear it, teach and
test with students following the direction of the grain), soak them with
the paste.
Make the number’s shapes with the students (A4 sheet size?).
Place the soaked newspaper on the shapes. Let it dry.
Decorate it with colours or paterns. You can also add some other
coloured paper.

- The result:

The 10 shapes of the numbers can be used as a decorative motif, or in
lower years Math’s clases. You can also try it with the Alphabet...

- Itis VERY important to try it before the actual teaching and change or adapt
proportions, materials depending on the results. This is only ONE of the various
ways to use papier-mache, the easiest and not so messy option. See web pages
and bibliography for more references.
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
